What the State of Illinois wants you to know

Aim:  Continue to develop an understanding of the sculptural arts and processes.

The students will…

1. continue to explore techniques and the use of tools related to sculptural materials such as wood, clay, paper, metal, fibers, and plaster.

2. understand the impact of the elements and principles of design, and how to apply them to works of sculptural art.

3. Combine skills/techniques from various mediums to enhance a work of art. 

4. continue to develop and artistic vocabulary related to sculptural techniques, media, and tools.

5. begin to develop an understanding of social, political, or personal expression in a sculptural work of art.

6. critically evaluate works of art using artistic criteria.

Art 3D-II Instructional Objectives:

How the teacher will help you achieve the power standards.

The students will…

1. work on projects using the following art mediums: clay, paper, metal, plaster, wood, fiber, and mixed media.

2. continue to develop sculptural skills by using a variety of tools related to sculptural mediums.

3. further develop their understanding of the impact of the elements of art and design (line, shape, form, color, space, texture, & value).

4. expand their knowledge of sculptural vocabulary and terminology.  

5. explore the use of molds and their impact on art production.

6. create artwork by working from a model.

7. discuss sculptural artworks in terms of its conceptual and expressive qualities (why is it minimal, abstract, or realistic).

8. use the element of texture to create a sense of tension within their artworks.

9. use journals, image collections, and note taking skills to research and develop project ideas.

10. create artworks with a specific focus (such as function vs. nonfunctional; and fine art vs. craft).

11. learn about artists and the cultural aspect of sculpture in society.  

12. continue to read and discuss current and historic articles related to art happenings.
