Information for Dual-Credit Students
Dual-credit students have access to the same library resources as traditional students at Sauk Valley Community College. Each student has an account in the library’s patron database. To activate that account it is usually necessary for the student to visit the library in person with a valid photo ID and pick up his or her library card. 
If a teacher, counselor or other school liaison is willing to act as proxy for the students, he or she may send a roster to the library with the students’ names and Sauk ID numbers. Library staff will activate the students’ accounts and prepare library cards for them. The responsible party should arrange for the cards to be picked up and distributed to the students. 
Students can use their library barcode numbers to check out books from the SVCC library or to create accounts and order books from the I-Share catalog, which contains the holdings of 76 libraries belonging to the Consortium of Academic and Research Libraries in Illinois (CARLI). Caution: if you are requesting a book from an I-Share library which is also available in the SVCC catalog you will not be allowed to borrow it. You must borrow the item that is located at SVCC. All interlibrary loans are shipped to SVCC, where you can pick them up and return them.
Dual-credit students are also granted off-campus access to the online research databases to which the college subscribes. Students need to be sure to click the link on the databases page for off-campus access. The login for off-campus access is in the firstname.middleinitial.lastname format (all lower case), and the password is SV followed by the last 4 digits of the student’s Sauk ID number (which is also the last 4 digits of the library card number). Both the library catalog and the online databases can be accessed from the library’s home page. From the school’s home page (www.svcc.edu) the library is accessed via the Departments menu or the pull-down Online Services menu.
