Power Standards: French I
French I is a full year course open to all students at the high school level. At the end of the first year of French, the student should be able to understand and converse in French on limited topics of daily conversation. He or she should be able to write everything he or she has learned to speak. Also included in the first year is an introduction to French culture. A certain amount of emphasis will be placed on grammar in order for the student to gain a comprehension of sentence construction in French.
