Power Standards: French III
French III is a full year course for students who have successfully completed French II with a “C” average or better. At the end of three years of French, the student should be able to understand and converse in French on topics of daily conversation. The student should be able to read, understand, and discuss informally ideas of articles in French, making use of the vocabulary he or she knows. There will be a continuation of the study of French culture. An emphasis will be placed on grammar, in order that the student has an understanding of sentence construction in French.
