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	How to Use Research Databases

1. Find the Databases link on the SVCC LRC home page. 

2. Choose the right one: we offer 26 databases and EBSCO contains 16 individual databases. Read the descriptions to decide which database best fits your needs.

3. Use the off-campus link if you are logging in from outside SVCC.

4. Click on the title to open the database.

5. Use Advanced Search to get more options for searching.

6. Choose search terms carefully – don’t use a-an-the, and try to limit your terms to nouns.

7. If you are searching on a phrase surround it with quotation marks.

8. Don’t be put off by all options for searching; look over the page to decide which ones will help you and which ones you can ignore.

9. When you get your search results look for limiters (on a sidebar) that help you reduce them to a manageable number.

10. Most databases offer print, save, e-mail and citation functions, you just have to look for them!
