3. learn about the psychology behind shape selection.

4. learn about careers related to graphic design such as illustration.

5. create a five page narrative illustration.

6. learn about advertising and branding

7. create logos 

8. create branding for a real or fictional company through logo design, letterhead print ads and guerilla ad campaigns

9. learn and discuss copyright law, trademark and intellectual property.

10. learn about the history of typography, careers related to it and basics of application such as category types and graphic design rules.

11. create an original postcard design

12. learn about current means of communicating with digital images and animation programs such as adobe photoshop web gallery and photostory

13. create a one of a kind animated photostory with audio files imbedded.
