Revision example:

Writing always creates anxiety for me, much like going to the dentist and having a tooth pulled. The anticipation of knowing that I am going to have to write causes me to feel apprehension because I don’t like the process of writing. For the most part, I know that no matter how I look at my writing, the end result will not be pleasant.  Going to the dentist is much the same as the writing process because inevitably I know that pain and frustration is bound to be involved.  Another aspect about writing that really bothers me is the maintenance that is required in order to write well, like the constant editing and re-writing.  This, too, reminds me of the dentist because no matter how well the visit seems to go, the dentist always tells me that I have to come back.  There is nothing worse than revisiting something that is painful. So, just as I am elated when my writing is finished, I am also happy when I finally get to leave the dentist’s office.  For me, writing is indeed like taking a trip to the dentist, always painful and nerve racking.
